THE COURSE. 
The Oulton Park course is of tarmacadam surface, 2.692 miles in length and a minimum width of 35 feet. Racing will be in a 
clockwise direction. It is accessed from the A54 or A49 and is near Little Budworth, Tarporley, Cheshire. Track Licence No 004 

 
JURISDICTION. 
The Meeting will be held under the National Sporting Code and the Standing Regulations of the ACU and these Supplementary 
Regulations, together with any Final Instructions subsequently issued or Official Announcements made.

ELIGIBILITY. 
Drivers must be registered members of the NG Road Racing Club and in possession of a valid current ACU or Scottish ACU Competition 
Licence for Road Racing.  Licences must be produced when signing on. Junior class is open to riders aged 16 years and under on 1

st
 

January 2008. Foreign riders must hold a valid current license, written Start Permission from their own FMN and proof of Insurance to FIM 
minimum standards. 
 

ENTRIES AND ENTRY FEES. 
Solos £120 (Juniors no reduction) plus £75 for each subsequent event entered, Sidecars £130. Open 400cc class race £40 (may only be 
entered as a second ride). Non-members should enclose the annual membership fee of £20 (Juniors £10). Entry fees will include the 
current ACU insurance premium. The Club reserves the right to refuse entry, abandon, cancel or postpone the Meeting or alter the 
programme of events or awards. If a rider has a genuine reason for not attending and informs the secretary of the meeting in writing and 
this is received along with passes etc at least 24 hours before the day of the meeting, a credit note towards another meeting may be 
issued.  The value of the credit note will be entirely at the club’s discretion.  Any unpaid cheque will attract an additional charge of £20. 
Whilst we endeavour to accommodate all entrants, we can not guarantee your place in an over subscribed event. 
250GP ACU National Championship & NG Cup entrants should enclose entry fee of £150 for this class, entry to other classes is 
welcomed at £75 per event. 
 

NB. There will be an additional admin charge of £15 for entries received after the closing date and a £20 charge for entries 
received on race day. Riders who enter after the closing date will not appear in the programme. 

 
LIMITATIONS. 
Maximum number of entries will be – Solos 40 / Sidecars 30. 
 

CHANGE OF MACHINE OR RIDER  
Either the rider or machine but not both may be changed on a request in writing to the Secretary of the Meeting and not later than 09:30 of 
the day of the meeting. 
 

INSURANCE. 
All Drivers and passengers, once signed on, will be covered by Personal Accident Insurance and Competitors Third Party Insurance whilst 
practising and racing. The Premium for this Insurance is paid with the entry fee. One Premium covers the Meeting regardless of the 
number of rides. The Organisers undertake to insure each driver and passenger, indemnifying him against any third party claims arising out 
of the races or official practice, excluding claims by other drivers or passengers, entrant, sponsor, or mechanic. There will  be no weekly 
benefit payment. 
 

TECHNICAL INSPECTION / RACE OFFICE. 
Race office opens at 07:00 Saturday. Technical Inspection will be between 07:00 and 09:00 only. Riders are to present themselves for 
technical inspection fully clothed in their leathers etc as for racing. NB. It is the riders duty to ensure that the above procedure has been 
completed and that he / she has signed on in the Race Office in time for their class practice. 
 

PRACTICE. 
Saturday as advised and qualified by final instructions. 
All riders must complete at least two laps of practice on their largest capacity machine, before they will be allowed to race. 
 

PROGRAMME OF EVENTS. 
Racing will commence as soon as practice is complete. It is the rider’s duty to ensure he/she is in the assembly area in good time. All races 
are preceded by a non-competitive warm up lap; any rider arriving late for the warm up lap will start from the back of the grid and may be 
prevented from racing.  
All qualifying & 400cc Open races will be 5 laps. Finals will be 6 laps.  Phoenix Open Final will be 7 laps (B final 6 laps).

GRID POSITIONS. 
Grid positions for the first race (Qualifier) will be by championship positions (first ten) with the remainder by order of receipt of entry and for 
the second race (Final) according to results of the first race. Late entry will result in loss of Qualifier grid position. 
In the event of any class being oversubscribed we may accommodate riders by running 2 qualification heats and two finals (Main & B), 
subject to entries. The grid positions for the ’Main’ Final will be a full grid of an equal number of the top finishing quali fiers from Heats 1 and 
2. Remaining riders will compete in the ‘B’ Final which is a non championship race. 
Phoenix Open – Grid positions will be determined by timed qualifying. In the event of the class being over subscribed we may run two 

timed qualifying sessions and two finals (Main & B). The grid positions for the Main final will be a full grid of the fastest riders from the 
qualifying sessions, if conditions are deemed changeable across the two qualifying sessions grid positions for the ’Main’ Final will be a full 
grid of an equal number of the top finishing qualifiers from Heats 1 and 2.  Remaining riders will compete in the ‘B’ Final in qualifying order, 
this is a non championship race. 
 

METHOD OF START. 
All Events are started by means of a Clutch Start.  Races will be started by lights or lowering of the national flag.  Any rider who is adjudged 
to have made a false start, including starting from a position other than their allotted grid position, will incur a time penalty. 
 

FINISH OF RACES. 
The chequered flag will be shown as the winner finishes the race and each rider crossing the line after the winner will be flagged off.  To be 
classed as a finisher, a rider must cross the line within 2 minutes after the winner and must have completed 75% of the race distance. A 
last lap flag will be displayed.

For all classes (except Phoenix Open) Race 1 is a qualification race for the Championship Final. Points and prizes are awarded on the 
Championship Final result only. Where a class is oversubscribed and riders are accommodated by running 2 qualification heats, points and 
prizes are awarded on the ‘Main’ Final only. 250GP ACU NATIONAL & NG CUP refer to championship conditions. 
Awards will only be issued on production of ACU licence.

Metzeler DTR 1300cc Streetstock  Solo Machines 701 - 1300cc (exc up to 750cc twin cylinder four stroke) as per series rules 
Newcomers   Solo machines in two classes, up to 400cc and over 400cc. Entrants must hold a novice or 

intermediate novice licence and not have held an ACU licence before 1
st
 January 2007, may 

be entered as a second ride only. Races will be run on the Sunday of all two day meetings 
Sidecar   Open class for all three-wheeler outfits, with a separate class for F2 machines 
 

TRANSPONDER TIMING. 
Personal AMB TransX260 transponders are to be fitted to all machines. Transponder numbers are to be quoted on each entry form. 
Machines not fitted with a transponder will not be allowed to compete. Entries received without a transponder number will be returned. 
Please fit transponder, if possible, near headstock of machine. 
 

ADMISSION. 
Each accepted solo rider will receive three personal passes. Sidecar competitors will receive six passes. ALL extra persons arriving with a 
competitor WILL be charged admission to the circuit. Off track, there is a strict  blanket speed limit of 20mph. Competitors are reminded 
that animals are not permitted at any time. 
 

NB Passes may NOT be left at the entrance gate for late arrivals under any circumstances. Competitors arriving without 
passes WILL be charged admission. 
 

COURSE CONDUCT  
Riders MUST only enter and leave the race circuit at designated points.  Riding of motorised paddock bikes, bicycles or scooters is 
prohibited.  Crash helmets must be worn at all times while riding. Dangerous riding or unsporting conduct will result in exclusion and / or a 
fine. Whilst we welcome children and families, children must be kept under strict control at all times. Under 16 year olds, unless a 
competitor, are not permitted in the pit lane. 
 

TYRES 
Slick tyres are permitted except for competitors in the Formula 125, Formula 400 and 400 Streetstocks. 
Metzeler DTR Streetstocks. All entrants for 700cc and 1300cc Streetstock classes are required to use Metzeler Racetec treaded tyres. 
Metzeler Racetec Rain tyres are permitted.
